Prolife Legislation for 2012

Informed Consent or Women'’s Right to Know Act - Though in 1998 the Kentucky legislature passed the Woman’s Right to Know Act (Sponsor
then Rep. Katie Stine - R), a Court order allowed Kentucky abortion providers to dispense with acceptable medical standards and instead provide
medical counseling over the telephone, using a pre-recorded message. Additionally, though the Kentucky Board of Medical Licensure (KBML) has
issued threats of disciplinary action against physicians who prescribe medicine without first having face-to-face counseling, the KBML has looked
the other way to allow abortion providers to avoid sharing published information regarding fetal development, abortion risks, and abortion alterna-
tives in a face-to-face setting. Furthermore, employing an impersonal recorded message over the phone allows abortion providers to skirt the re-
quired 24-hour period of reflection prior to consenting for abortion. Since KBML has neglected its role to protect the women and the public health
from the shoddy medical practices of abortion providers, the KY Legislature must act to remedy existing law.

Pro-Life Legislation Introduced for 2012

HB 164 (Rep. Joe Fisher-R) - Amends KRS 311.710 to regulate abortions in relation to the detection of fetal heartbeat.

HCR8 (Adam Koenig-R) - Honor pregnancy resource centers; encourage Congress to grant centers assistance for medical equipment and absti-
nence education.

HB 212 (Myron Dossett-R) - Establish a process for applying for and receiving an early fetal death certificate.

HB 163 (Rep. Joe Fisher-R) - An act relating to wrongful deaths of unborn children from fertilization onward.
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
